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EDUCATION

New Art Club think that everyone that wants to, can dance, choreograph and enjoy and benefit
from dance as an art form. They believe that choreography is an easy, accessible artistic
discipline that can be practised by all. With this in mind, as part of their touring, a range of
education and community activities are available for booking with the company.

New Art Club create a safe, supportive environment for people to work in. With an inclusive
and demystifying approach to skills-based sessions, their work aims to have a memorable and
important effect on the creative and physical development of people as artists.

WORK WITH STUDENTS

New Art Club can tailor work for age ranges 8 — 1lyrs, 11 — 16yrs, 16 — 18yrs and groups of
18yrs +. Group sizes should be a maximum of 30 students, for which the company can offer
sessions per half-day, full day or week long residences that can include the following:

» Technique class - during which participants can evolve their movement vocabulary.

» Improvisation sessions - using theatrical and imaginative tasks that lead to spontaneous
solo, duo or group dances.

» Partner work - using influences that range from contact improvisation to stand up
comedy to develop an understanding of a partner's movement and weight and
sharpening responses to this.

» Choreographic sessions - allowing the participants to experience the simple art of
choreography. With guidance through exercises that encourage an understanding of
the mechanics of making dances and offering useful, practical tools that choreographers
need to make dances.

» Making a work under the direction of the company that leads to performance. A chance
to be in a unique New Art Club piece.

It should be noted that as the company base much of their performance work on partner work
and improvisation, students will not study set repertoire per se but rather gain an insight into
the working practices of the company through studying its choreographic devices.

All workshops will require a suitable space such as a hall or gym (sprung floor if possible) plus
access to a CD player.

WORK WITH TEACHERS, GROUP LEADERS & OTHER PROFESSIONALS

Alongside their work with students, New Art Club are prolific in providing professional training
and support to teachers and other professional dance and sports/gym leaders in a variety of
settings.

Inset sessions can be provided to support all of the practical movement work. Teaching
methods are studied using practical and discussion sessions that aim to invigorate the tired
teacher and inspire the less confident.
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New Art Club also offer Professional Development opportunities for dance and theatre
practitioners and lead projects which develop new and existing ideas further. These sessions
can be tailored to suit the needs of the organisation or the perceived needs of the artists
involved.

Examples of themes used in Professional Development work include:
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The use of lighting

The use of text within dance performance

Choreographic development

Art & Games - creating and developing rules

Creating and changing image — how context affects meaning
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New Art Club are also involved in longer development projects and welcome further
invitations. For example, the company have:
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Delivered year one in a three year programme encouraging boys participate in and
watch dance performance in the Cambridge area

» Delivered a training workshop to dance teachers in the Boston area

» Delivered a dance residency for teenagers at Dance 4 over the Easter holiday
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Pete Shenton

Pete teaches dance technique with something of a no-nonsense approach, if dancing is simply
moving and being still in space he teaches moving through knowing which bits of the body are
going where and being still by knowing which bits are stopping when. He uses language that
demystifies the centuries of accumulated doctrine that we call dance technique and encourages
dancers find the questions that will help improve their understanding of their own movement.
Standing on one leg, being upside down, turning, and falling. He allows participants to feel
comfortable being uncomfortable and in calm control when moving fast. In Pete's sessions these
skills are focused into developing an understanding of dance as a dynamic artform full of creative
opportunities.

Pete has worked as a dance performer as well as a choreographer on many projects in the U.K and
in Europe for the past decade. He knows what is required of performers in many different creative
environments and communicates these skills through his teaching.

Tom Roden

Tom has been getting people to dance for more than ten years. He has had enormous success in
many environments. He choreographed the 1998/1999 G.C.S.E set study, which gave a national
platform for his work. It is with his work with boys and men that Tom is most recognised.

He has an instinctive approach to working in groups. He makes people who think they can't dance
realise that they can. His sessions are exciting artistic experiences that inspire the participants to
see, hear, feel and move in ways they may not have thought they could. From professional dancers
to Primary school children Tom opens up the world of physical expression in an environment of
easy play and hard work, humour and discipline.

Associate Artists
New Art Club work with some of the UK's leading dance artists and performers that are trained to
deliver some of the ideas and disciplines behind the company's practice.
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
